FINAL INVENTION STATEMENT

Description:

The Final Invention Statement and Certification Statement is required to be filed for all federally funded research grants or awards.  The form must include all inventions which were created or first put into practice during the term of the award.  

Policy:

BMC shall submit a summary of all inventions as specified on the Final Invention Statement and Certification Form within 90 days after the project period (competitive segment) of federally funded projects.  If no inventions occur, a report is still required, indicating such.  The reports shall be submitted to the grants management office of the awarding agency.  Failure of BMC to comply may result in the loss of patent rights or a withholding of additional grant funds.

Guiding Regulations:

Bayh-Dole Act as implemented by federal 37 CFR 401.14
From NIH Grants Policy Statement (12/03) Part II: Terms and Conditions of NIH Grant Awards
            Final Invention Statement and Certification

The grantee must submit a Final Invention Statement and Certification, whether or not the funded project results in any subject inventions. The form must list all inventions that were conceived or first actually reduced to practice during the course of work under the project, and it must be signed by the PI and an Authorized Organizational Officer (AOO). The completed form should cover the period from the original effective date of support through the date of expiration or termination or the award, and it should be submitted to the NIH awarding office. If there were no inventions, the form should indicate “None.”

Any invention made using funds awarded for educational purposes, e.g. fellowships, training grants or certain types of career development awards, is not considered a subject invention and therefore is not subject to invention reporting requirements (as provided in 45 CFR 74. and 37 CFR 401.1(b)). The grantee should seek the advice of NIH to verify whether any invention made under a career development award should be considered a subject invention.

If there are any questions as to whether a Final Invention Statement is required, please refer to the grants management office (GMO) of the funding agency. 

Procedure:

The Final Invention Statement and Certification is completed by the Principal Investigator at the end of the project period of a competitive segment, even if there were no inventions to report.  It is also required when a Principal Investigator leaves an institution and relinquishes the award/grant to that new institution.  For all federally funded grants besides DoD, the Final Invention Statement and Certification 
with instructions can be found at http://grants.nih.gov/grants/hhs568.pdf , and via a link on the internal Grants website, http://www.internal.bmc.org/grants/Forms/Post-Award%20Forms/FinalInventionStatement.doc. After the PI signs, the PI will send it to the Grant Accountant for grants signature. (Associate Director or Director level).   Once signed, the Grant Accountant will send the original back to the PI for submission with the progress report and file a copy in the activity folder.  If there were inventions, forward a copy to the Director, Office of Technology Transfer, 108 Bay State Road, Boston, MA  02215.  If the Funding Agency is NIH, PI should go to e-Commons to submit the Final Invention Statement there.  Once PI submits, Associate Director will approve. 
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
